Don’t grieve for people who are dying — the other side
is less frightening and more peaceful than you imagine, say
experts in a controversial new study of near-death exper-

ences.

“People who have had near-death experiences reveal that death

is definitely not as painful as is
generally conceived — and it’s
certainly not something to be
afraid of,” said Dr. Kenneth Ring.

A typical near-death experience
happened to John Migli-

in the air and was actually able to look
down at his body. :

“] had no fear. No pain. Just
peace,” the man said. Moments later,
he went up into a dark tunnel with a
bright light at the end of

accio, a New York busi-
ness executive who al-
most drowned in 1968.
“] was swimming
off the New Jersey
coast and I became
very, very tired,” said
Migliaccio. “I felt I
couldn’t make it to
shore — and then
suddenly I felt myself
leave my body. I rose
about 500 feet and I
could watch myself
struggling to sur-
vive.
“After reaching shore I blacked
out. I just let go. I went straight in-
to this blackness. The only way I
can describe it is that I was part of
everything in the universe. Every-
thing made sense to me.
“That experience changed my
attitude toward death.”
Dr. Raymond Moody Jr, who’s
interviewed more than 1,000 people
who have had near-death experi-
ences, says that afterward they
“rarely have the awful dread of
death many of us seem to have.
Feelings of fear and panic are re-
placed by peace, relief and under-
standing.”

One man he interviewed, who was
declared clinically dead after his
heart stopped, said he rose a few feet

it. The light got brighter
and brighter. And I
seemed to go through
it,” he said.

“All of a sudden I was
just somewhere else.
There was a golden
light, everywhere. Beau-
tiful. There was a sense
of perfect peace and
contentment and love. It
was like I was part of it.”

A woman who was
rescued from her car af-
ter it sank in a river de-
scribed her near-death
experience: “I knew I was either dead
or going to die. But then something
happened.

“It was so immense, so powerful
that I gave up on my life to see what it
was. I wanted to venture into this ex-
perience, which started as a drifting
into what I could only describe as a
long tunnel of light.

“But it wasn’t just a light, it was a
protective passage of energy with an
intense brightness at the end. I left my
life behind for this new wonderful
thing. As I reached the source of the
light I could see in. I cannot begin to
describe in human terms the feeling I
had at what I saw. Q’

“It was a giant infinite world of
calm and love and energy and beau-

ty-”
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
